SacRT has proposed an Overall
Disadvantaged Business Enterprise
(DBE) Goal for the three-year period
from federal Fiscal Years 2024 — 2026
(October 1, 2023 — September 30,
2026) of 2.26% for federally—assisted
contracts awarded during that period in
accordance with regulations of the U.S.
Department of Transportation (DOT),
49 CFR Part 26. SacRT plans to achieve
its overall DBE goal by using race and
gender-neutral measures.
